Gi Student Enrolment Policy

I The administration of the Enrolment Policy is the responsibility of the School Board.

TCCS is a ministry primarily to children from committed Christian families in order
to support the parents in the education of their children.

The Board also makes some places available for families who are supportive of
the policies of the School and wish their children to be taught Christian principles
and values, but who are not affiliated with a church. The SchoolOs desire in
enrolling such families is that through normal School activities, the children and
their families will choose to make Jesus Christ their Lord and Saviour.

It is essential that all families who have their children enrolled are supportive of
the ethos and policies of the School

The BoardOs expectation of a practising Christian family is one which:

Enrolment Procedures

I Social Development

Socially, the children feel secure at school. New enrolments testify to the caring
environment. They like coming to school. The pleasant classroom environment
contributes to the children feeling comfortable at school. The teachers are good
shepherds. They love the children as Christ calls them to. Teachers happily
consider it their duty to visit sick children, take telephone calls from home, or
simply give of their other free time to engage and relate to the children and their
families.

I Spiritual Development
Spiritually, GodOs word is honoured in school, in formal lessons and Assemblies,
and, perhaps more importantly, throughout the whole school day. Teachers and
office staff seek in the children to Otake captive every thought to make it obedient
to ChristO. Children are more open to GodOs word in their lives. This is evident
through teacher observation and parentsO feedback to teachers about how their
children are behaving and praying. Besides having all staff serving as committed
Christians, the school was pleased to appoint two Chaplains, Nicole Briggs and
Julianne Wade, providing a total of two chaplaincy days per week.

I Family Nurture

The School has continued to provide a ministry beyond just to the children.
Families are reached and nurtured in very significant ways. Family Prayer Nights
are well attended; so too are P & F Nights. The OClass MumsO program conties
to familiarise and maintain good communication with new and continuing families.
This involves an appointed mum in each class contacting new families to make
sure they feel at home; organising social activities; and helping the school with
particular communications.
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H ii Discipline Policy

Based on Biblical principles, the School seeks to nurture the children using positive models of
reinforcement of acceptable behaviour, and correction of unacceptable behaviours in an
environment of love, acceptance, forgiveness and restoration.

During 2008, a revision was made of student behaviours in terms of the levels of seriousness of
misbehaviour, and the management of those behaviours:

Level 1 Examples of Discipline and Behaviour

The school has established the following priorities as goals for 2009:

¥ Provide improved professional development opportunities for teachers to deliver best
practice.

¥ Improve the delivery of Learning Support services to better meet the needs of children
with special needs.

¥ More fully utilise modern technology such as interactive white boards to deliver quality
teaching/ learning opportunities.

¥ Provide a part time teacher for paraschool programs

¥ Address some of the needs of families in the school community by providing specific
courses for parents and carers.

| ii Comments on the Achievement of Previous Priorities

liil The school determined to increase resources to compliment the teaching of Science. A
list of existing resources was compiled and analysed. The school purchased the full range of
teaching units from Primary Connections and teaching staff spent half a day being inserviced in
the philosophy and use of these resources. A further 2 units were purchased as they were
written. Teachers implemented the units, purchasing materials for the kits as required. Teachers
were pleased with the units, especially as they provided interactive, hands on activities for the
students. Children enjoyed the science lessons.

lii2 The school determined to establish a school musical band. This was to occur when the
school believed there were sufficient students with appropriate individual skills to constitute a
band. Although students were making satisfactory progress in their skills, it was decided to
postpone the establishment of a band until the following year. The school was pleased to
provide in-school tuition for 30 students on violin, trumpet, clarinet, keyboard and guitar.

i3 The school determined to improve sporting opportunities. This was achieved at school
and interschool levels. A new sports shed was built in 2008 and a six-fold increase in funding
enabled the purchase of more sports equipment. At interschool level, the school has added to
the list of existing interschool sports (Swimming and Athletics) the following for the first time:
¥ Cross Country, with 17 students competing at zone level, and 4 at state.
¥ Netball, involving 9 girls from Year 6. The team competed in the Hunter Zone Metro Cup
where they were placed second, and then went on to compete at state level.
¥ Soccer, involving 13 boys from Years 4,5 and 6. The team competed in the Hunter Zone
Metro Cup where they placed second.

lii4 The school determined to consolidate and improve communication with parents. The
weekly parent letter format was reviewed. The school made available certain days for parents to
chat with the principal Oover a cup of tead. The school conducted a survey of school families,
seeking feedback about various aspects of school life (see below).

lii5 The school determined to improve the delivery of services for children with learning
support needs. 2008 saw the increase of hours for the Learning Support Teacher from 1 1/4
days to 1 1/2 days. This was on top of the existing Teachers Aide provision of 5 half days per
week. There was also an increase in the budget for expenditure on resources. A Spectrum
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model was introduced to assist in equitable allocation of learning support across the school. It
has improved the delivery of programs by providing group assistance fairly to each grade.
Those in most need in each class now generally have assistance for 2 reading group sessions
and 1 maths session. 1:1, 1:2 or small group sessions are allocated to students who have
learning support needs not provided for through the in-class assistance.

Reports each semester monitored the success of the model as well as the success of the
programs. This allowed for fine tuning of groups. Regular meetings were beneficial to integrate
learning support into the rest of the school. Evaluation of the 2008 model has provided a clear
understanding in planning for future needs in the form of a medium and long term goals. New
record keeping allows for tracking of students progress long term.

The Spectrum Model has been useful to assist parents of new enrolments understand how
learning support is allocated at TCCS. New student screening, including a report to new
parents, makes way for clear understanding of new students abilities & results in appropriate
reading group placement.

J Actions Undertaken to Promote Respect and Responsibility

These two values are foundational to the operation of this school, and have been upheld
throughout the curriculum. It is accepted that a key way of promoting respect and responsibility
in the students is for the staff to model those behaviours. Hence, it is evident at TCCS that staff
respect themselves, their colleagues, the parents, and, critically, the students. Similarly, staff
members demonstrate responsibility in all areas of the school community. Respect and
responsibility are also taught in formal programs such as in Personal Development, including
Christian Growth and Development. The school has two particular programs which foster
respect and responsibility:

Partners Program, in which all children are paired with one other in the school for the school
year. Kindergarten have a Year 6 partner; Year 1 have a Year 5 partner; Year 2 have a Year 4
partner; Year 3 partner another Year 3. At least twice each week, teaching/ learning activities
occur in which partners are together. Personal friendships and bonds are strengthened between
partners as the older (usually the older) looks after the younger, exercising responsibility for the
welfare of another. Respect for others is often a reciprocal and complementary outcome. At
TCCS it is considered Ocool to look after younger kidsO.

Year 6 Prefect Program, in which all Year 6 children are invited to exercise responsibility and
leadership for a term as school prefect. Expectations are discussed with the students before
they consider taking on the role, and then formal inductions take place with parents present.
Prefects exercise responsibility in leading the school in numerous ways, from greeting visitors,
leading assemblies, to representing the school at different functions. Discussions take place
throughout the term regarding responsibility, and the students always testify to having learned
significantly about themselves and group dynamics.

From year to year, the school has varying community service activities which, among other
things, teach and foster responsibility and respect for others. Such activities include:
I care for the ageing by visiting nursing homes and retirement villages to present such
things as musical items
I class sponsorship of children in third world countries through Compassion
I support of Christian Blind Mission International through the collection of used postage
stamps
I support of Operation Christmas Child through the donation of boxes of Christmas treats
for children in third world countries
I support for needy families in the local community by donating food and other items
towards Christmas hampers
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I cake stalls to raise money for overseas missions
Two teachers attended a course, OCircle Time in the ClassroomO. This course all@for student
activities to be conducted in which respect and responsibility, amongst other desirable human
characteristics, can be promoted.

K Parent, Teacher and Student Satisfaction

Two quantative surveys were conducted in 2008:
Ki Survey for all families enrolled at TCCS

This survey asked for feedback regarding the satisfaction or otherwise in relation to 13 facets of
school life, on a scale ranging from very dissatisfied to very satisfied. Comments were also
sought. The school is pleased to report high levels of satisfaction: the averages over the 13
facets were

74% very satisfied (with the schoolOs weekly communication to parents the highest at 92%)
19% were somewhat satisfied

4% were somewhat dissatisfied

3% were very dissatisfied
